1. INTRODUCTION  

1.1 It is with great pleasure that I present my Report on the activities of the National Olympic Committee for 

the year 2018. I am proud to say that this has been a period of achievement and progress in the affairs of 

the Committee as the following pages will amply explain. The year 2018 was an extremely busy and 

significant year for NOC Sri Lanka as its elective AGM was held after nine years and the Constitution 

was accepted and approved by International Olympic Committee after 79 years. Also, for the first time of 

the history of the National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka, a high-quality magazine - “GoodSport” 

was published to raise the profile of sport in Sri Lanka. The first publication of the “GoodSport” 

magazine was launched on 27th September 2018 in the presence of HE Ranil Wickremasinghe, Prime 

Minister of Sri Lanka. On the December 5, 2018, the auditorium of NOC Sri Lanka was unveiled as 

“Hemasiri Fernando Auditorium” in retrospect to honour the services rendered by him when he serving 

institution as the President of NOC Sri Lanka for 20 years. 
 

 

2. STRUCTURE & ORGANISATION  

2.1 Expansion  

There were no new inclusions to the membership.  Therefore the affiliation of membership was 

remained in 31.  
 

2.2 Meetings  

The elective Annual General meeting for the year 2017 was held on 23rd of February 2018. 

Thereafter, the Executive Board meetings were held in each month and 9 meetings have been 

held during the year.

3.1 Signing of MOUs 

a. Signing of MOU with Foundation of Goodness  

A Memorandum of Understanding was signed on 05.12.2018 between NOC Sri Lanka and Foundation 

of Goodness which is a training Centre in Down South of Sri Lanka, for the training purpose of athletes 

and the event was witnessed by NFs and Mr. Muththaiya Muralidaran, Mr. Mahela Jayawardana and 

Mr. Kumar Sangakkara as special invitees. 
 

Athletes in Swimming, Badminton, Table Tennis has attended for training sessions at the Centre.  
 

b. Signing of MOU with Croatian NOC  

During the ANOC General Assembly, a Memorandum of Understanding was signed on 29.11.2018 

between NOC Sri Lanka and Croatian NOC.  
 

The purpose of this agreement is for both Parties to develop and enhance their working relationship and 

cooperation. 

 

3.2 Shoes of Hope programme  

MIZY Centre for Cultural Exchange which is governed by the Seoul Metropolitan Government and 

National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka (NOC SL) signed a MOU on “Shoes of Hope programme” in 

April 2017.  Under this Programme, the National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka received shoes from 

Seoul Youth Center for Cultural in Korea as a donation to be given to financially deprived school 

children with poor facilities in rural areas.  
 

Accordingly, as the 1st Distribution, 800 pair of shoes were distributed amongst school children in 

Batticaloa district on 22nd May 2018. And it was attended by Mr. Gamini Jayasinghe, Mr. Srinath 

Wijethunga and Tuan Mansoor of NOC Sri Lanka.  
 

Two delegates from MIZY, namely Mr. Jeon Sung-woo, Executive Director and Mr. Yoo Ji-Woo visited 

Sri Lanka from 12th to 14th July 2018. During their stay they distributed shoes to P.J. Dhamma School in 

Wellampitiya, WP/C/MATT/St. John‟s Maha Vidyalaya and Gothatuwa Maha Vidyalaya.  
  

NOC Sri Lanka donated another 28nos of shoes to Manikkanda Tamil School – Parakaduwa, 

Rathnapura and 42nos shoes to Dikdeniya Vidyalaya, Dikdeniya, Rathnapura on 3rd October 2018 and 
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256 shoes were donated to Teachers Training College in Bindunuwea on 4th October 2018. Thereafter 70 

shoes were donated to Thanamalvila Kiwalara Primary College on 5th October 2018. Mr. Srinath 

Wijethunga (Coordinator) Kasun Nadeera and Tuan Mansoor of NOC Staff attended the programme.  

 

3.3 OCA Incheon Vision 2014 Programme - Taekwondo Training 

The Vision 2014 Programme was started for the benefit of sports personnel who were to take part at the 

Asian Games held in 2014. Under the auspices of Olympic Council of Asia and Incheon Metropolitan 

City and they have continued the effort to ensure the development of Asian Sports. Accordingly, a 

Taekwondo team of athletes and officials were sent for a training in Korea from 31st October to 14th

The above Qualification Tournament in Canoeing was held in Barcelona, Spain from 06th to 15th April 

2018 and Mr. Mihin Amarasinghe (Official) & Kavindi Ranatunga (athlete) participated in the 

tournament. Ms. Kavindi Ranatunga became 67 out of the 74 competitors.  
 

c. Achievement of Sri Lanka 

Parami Wasanthi Maristela, a promising athlete in Athletics, made her country proud by achieving Sri 

Lanka‟s first ever Youth Olympic medal, by winning a bronze in the girls‟2000m steeplechase.  
  

The Badminton athlete, Hasini Ambalangoda achieved a Gold for NOC Sri Lanka in the mixed 

international relay Badminton event. Her team consisted of seven other NOCs from USA, Bulgaria, 

Canada, Italy, India, Cambodia and Sweden.  
  

Also, Shelinda Jansen, a sprinter in 200m achieved her personal best clocked in 24.07 secs. 

Dilan Bogoda achieved his personal best of 48.52 secs in 400m.  

Seniru Amarasinghe reached personal best to jump 2.14 meters.  

Sri Lanka Basketball team performances also brought attention of all sports enthusiast in the country.  
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3.6 Visit of the delegation from Sammu City   

A delegation from Sammu City including Hall Mayor, Superintendent of Education and the Director of 

Tokyo Olympic and Paralympic Strategy Promotion Office, visited Sri Lanka on 23rd October 2018 and 

had a successful meeting with the President and Secretary General.  
 

3.7 1st Winter Children of Asia International Sports Games - Chef de Mission (CDM) Meeting 

The CDM meeting of the 1st Winter Children of Asia International Sports Games was held in Yuzhno-

Sakhainsk, Russia from 20th to 23rd March 2018. Mr. Neil Perera and Mr. Sumith Chanaka (Roller 

Skating) attended the meeting.  

 

3.8   Asian Games, Jakarta – 2018 

The 18th Asian Games were held in Jakarta and Palembang cities in Indonesia from 18th August to 2nd 

September 2018. The Sri Lanka team consisted 174 athletes and 81 officials which is the largest 

participation in the Asian Games history of Sri Lanka.  
 

In a first for Sri Lanka sport, NOC Sri Lanka was able to get special permission by Sri Lankan education 

authorities for 19-year-old Akalanka Peiris was given to take three of his papers for the GCE advanced 

level examination in Jakarta. Without him, Sri Lanka would not have been able to field a team in the 

men‟s 4x100m freestyle relay. Two officials from the Sri Lanka Examination Department accompanied 

Peiris to Jakarta where he sat for the exam at the simultaneously as thousands of other schoolchildren 

who were facing their exams in Sri Lanka. The National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka had foot the 

bill for the two officials.

Sampath Centre from 8.00a.m. to 10.00a.m. and the other at District Secretariat from 9.00 a.m to 10.30 a.m.

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a) Games & Performances of the Team Sri Lanka 

The Opening Ceremony of the Games were held in the evening of 4th April 2018 and on the opening day of 

the Games, Weightlifters B. Dinusha Gomes and J.A. Chathuranga Lakmal won Bronze in their respective 

weight classes. Lakmal in the men‟s 56kgs category with a total lift of 248kg – 114 in snatch and 134kg in 

clean-and-jerk and  Gomes added a second medal to Sri Lanka‟s tally with a total lift of 155kg in the 

women‟s 48kg class at the Carrara Sports and Leisure Centre. Thereafter Indika Dissanayake won Sri 

Lanka‟s first silver medal at the 2018 Commonwealth Games with a personal best lift of 297kgs in the Men‟s 

69kg category.  
 

The Boxers helped Sri Lanka to achieve its best performance in Commonwealth Games history with three 

medals in the ring taking the total for Team Lanka to a record six medals. Anusha Koddituwakku led the 

charge when she clinched a bronze medal and becoming the first woman to win a boxing medal for Sri 

Lanka at the Commonwealth Games. The other two medals in the ring with Thiwanka Ranasinghe and 

Ishan Bandara Seneviratne reaching the semi-finals of their respective classes. Ranasinghe defeated 

Vanuatu‟s Berry Namri on points in the men‟s light flyweight 46-49kgs class while Bandara also won on 

points, beating Lesotho‟s Thabo Molefe in the 52kg class.

Higher Education and Armed Forces. The programme was conducted by Mr. B.L.H Perera, Director of 

Academic Programmes, NOC and the National Course Director of SAC, Group Cap. Nalin de Silva, National 

Course Director, SAC, Mrs. Olivia Gamage, National Course Director, SAC and Facilitator of SAC. 
 

3.15 4th Scientific Sessions of SLSMA in collaboration with IOC & NOC Sri Lanka 

The Sri Lanka Sports Medicine Association (SLSMA) organized the 4th Scientific Sessions this year in 

collaboration with the International Olympic Committee (IOC) – Olympic Solidarity and National Olympic 

Committee of Sri Lanka under the theme “Exercise is Medicine  Exercise is Wellness” from 24th to 26th 

November 2018 at Olympic House Colombo Sri Lanka. The event was endorsed by the Asian Federation of 

Sports Medicine (AFSM). 

 

SLSMA had a very close relationship with National Olympic Committee (NOC) of Sri Lanka since its inception. 

It was further strengthened when the two organizations collaborated for the progression of the science and 

medicine in sport where they organized a scientific congress to the sports medicine community to update the 

knowledge of doctors, physiotherapists and professionals caring for athletes in 2012, and later in 2013. 
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3.16 International Coaching Course  

Mr. Jagath Piyaratna Nanayakkara Kudachchige, an active experienced coach in Wrestling, was granted a 

scholarship under the auspices of the International Olympic Committee – Olympic Solidarity, to attend the 

International Coaching Course conducts by the University of Physical Education in Budapest in Hungary from 

17th September to 7th December 2018. 

 

3.17 8th IOC course on Cardiovascular Evaluation of Olympic Athletes 

Dr. Himan de Silva was invited (direct invitation) by the IOC to attend the 8th IOC Course on Cardiovascular 

Evaluation of Olympic Athletes which was held from 26th to 28th October 2018. The IOC – Olympic Solidarity 

assisted financially for the air ticket.  

 

3.18 Olympic Day Run 

Spreading the idea of promoting Olympism and Olympic Values among people all over Sri Lanka, NOC Sri 

Lanka is making arrangements for bringing the Olympic Day Celebrations into every single part of Sri Lanka 

from South to North and from West to East. As such, NOC Sri Lanka has organized to celebrate this year‟s 

International Olympic Day on 24th & 25th June 2018 in Nuwara Eliya, a City in the Central part of Sri Lanka.  
  

Celebrations, which comprised of an Art Presentation on Olympic Values with the participation of over 100 

school children and one day seminar on Olympic Values Education Programme (OVEP) for around 60 teachers 

in Nuwara Eliya district and a 2.5 km run represented by over 1500 participants. Also, a demonstration on e-

sport and mount climbing will be screening during the event.  
 

The event was coloured by the participation of Ms. Susanthika Jayasinghe, Silver medalist in Athletics 200m at 

the Sydney Olympics, Ms. Pushpamali Ramanayake, Gold medalist in Shooting – Women‟s air rifle pairs at the 

1994 Victoria Commonwealth Games, Ms. Gayanthika Abeyrathna, Gold medalist in Athletics – 800m at the 

Asian Indoor & Martial Arts Games in Ashgabat 2017, and the first Sri Lankans to successfully summit Mt. 

Everest, Ms. Jayanthi Kuru-Uthumpala and Mr. Johann Peries.  
 

3.19 2018- 2019 Dream Together Master Programme, Korea Seoul University 

Hansika Madushani of NOC Staff nominated for the Dream Together Master Programme for a period of 18 

months.  

 

3.20 Solidarity with other NOCs  - Assistance from NOC SL to Maldives NOC to organize their 1st 

Advanced Sport Management Course (ASMC)  

The Maldives Olympic Committee made a request to the National Olympic Committee of Sri Lanka (NOCSL) 

for necessary support in assisting their ASMC Programme Directors in conducting 1st ASMC in Maldives.  

Accordingly, two visits were made by Mr. B.L.H. Perera from 25th to 28th January 2018 and from 05th to 07th 

April 2018.  
 

While this is the first such course conducted in the Maldives, it is the second country to host this course in South 

Asia after Sri Lanka. 
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3.21 OS/OCA Regional Forum to be held in Bishkek (KGZ) on 2 – 3 May 2018 Youth Olympic Debaters 

Project 

The National Olympic Committee (NOC) of Sri Lanka in collaboration with the International Olympic 

Committee launched „OVEP DEBATER 2017‟, a Youth Debate Programme on Olympic Educational Value.  It 

was the first ever debate programme under the Olympic Values Education was conducted as a pilot project. Mr. 

B.L.H. Perera was invited, to share the elements of success through an empirical academic approach with NOCs 

in Asia with the support of Olympic Council of Asia (OCA), during the OS/OCA Regional Forum which was 

held in Bishkek, Kyrgyztan on 2nd and 3rd May 2018.  

 

3.22 Visit to Bhutan to conduct a Sport Administrators Course - on invitation from OS 

Mr. B.L.H. Perera and Mr. Maxwell de Silva, Secretary General of NOC Sri Lanka visited Bhutan Olympic
